










Celebrating
the new Central  
Middlesex Hospital

The new hospital was the result of many 
organisations working closely together. 

Local GPs and Brent Teaching Primary Care Trust 
played an integral part in the development not only 
of the building but the new patient journeys which 
were designed to ensure seamless care for patients 
following discharge back into the community. 

The new hospital was built by the Bycentral 
Consortium, comprising HSBC Infrastructure 
Finance, Bouygues UK and Ecovert FM under the 
Government’s Public Finance Initiative at a cost of 
approximately £85m. 

The hospital was designed by architects HLM, 
working closely with Avanti who designed the 
ACAD Centre.  

Partnerships between health agencies, local 
employers, the community and local authorities are 
critical to ensure that both health and economic 
benefits reach the most deprived parts of our local 
community. 

The hospital is part of the Park Royal Partnership – 
a public/private sector organisation which promotes 
regeneration of Park Royal. 

Valuable support was also received from Brent 
Council’s planning service and the London 
Development Agency.

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At the forefront of care
Central Middlesex Hospital has been home to 
some of the country’s most eminent and 
pioneering clinicians.  

Sir Richard Doll worked at Central Middlesex 
Hospital in the late 1940s to mid 1950s and was 
behind a pioneering study that linked smoking 
to cancer. Sir Francis Avery-Jones (CBE), 
was a renowned 
gastroenterologist 
who also organised 
the funding and 
building of the Avery 
Jones Postgraduate 
Medical Centre 
which remains an 
important part of the 
hospital’s educational 
facilities to this day. 
Dr Margot Shiner 
was renowned for 
her expertise in small bowel disease in adults and 
children. She pioneered ways of examining the 
inside of the bowel and developed the specialty of 
paediatric gastroenterology. Cardiologist Dr Keith 
Ball was also an early campaigner against the 
harmful effects of smoking and a co-founder of the 
lobby group Action on Smoking and Health, and 
sadly died recently at the age of 92. 

More recently, long serving clinicians have helped 
to shape the care received by Brent residents. 
These include Dr Martin McNicol who became the 
chairman of Central Middlesex Hospital NHS Trust 
and Dr John Riordan and Sir Graham Morgan who 
retired as Medical Director and Director of Nursing 
of the combined Trust respectively. 

Our history  
The new Central 
Middlesex Hospital 
stands on the 
grounds of the 
Willesden Workhouse 
Infirmary, a combined 
workhouse and 
hospital which 
opened in 1912 at a 
cost of £100,000. 

After 30 years as 
a workhouse infirmary, Middlesex County 
Council took charge of the building and spent 
£250,000 converting it to what was at the 
time a modern day hospital. 

Its name was also changed, first to Park 
Royal Hospital 1921-1931 and later to Central 
Middlesex County Hospital 1938. 

Central Middlesex Hospital is now managed by 
The North West London Hospitals NHS Trust 
which was created on 1 April 1999 as a result 
of the merger of Central Middlesex Hospital 
NHS Trust and Northwick Park and St Mark’s 
NHS Trust.
